Unit Abstract 

Students will begin this unit with a diagnostic test to gage their knowledge of basic vocabulary and grammar structures learned in Spanish 1 and Spanish 2.  Then, students will review with a primary focus on vocabulary topics from the novice level (see vocabulary outline) and present tense conjugations.  Students should be able to talk about their everyday activities at home, school, and in the community.  Students should be able to recognize and use basic grammar structures, such as noun, verbs, adjectives, subject pronouns, conjugations, and noun-gender/number agreement.  Furthermore, students will be able to discuss these topics in basic question / answer dialogues.

Sample Performance Assessments

1. Spanish 3 Diagnostic Test 

· Multiple-choice test taken the first week of school.  Test will cover basic material from Spanish 1 and Spanish 2.  Test will assess vocabulary, grammar, listening, and reading (speaking and writing per teacher’s choice).  

2. Oral Presentation: Les presento a …. (first few days of class)
